The Genealogy Center’s comprehensive research collection
includes traditional resources as well as those available
through online databases and subscriptions. The print
collection includes many out-of-print volumes. The books
are divided into sections by state and families. A reference
collection includes materials on topics such as immigration,
military and heraldry. Materials within the state sections
include county records and histories, along with books
highlighting military, church and cemetery records. State
guides, maps and atlases also are available.

An index to the center’s map collection is available online.
A vertical file of unpublished family research is arranged
by family name.
